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In recent years, Michel Foucault
has brought to our attention the difficult
notion that, far from repressing the body,
modern political economy exercises power
over it by opening up the sexual body as a
discursive channel into which we confess
endlessly who we are and what we desire.

Given the centrality of the image of
Christ’s body to the political construction
of a Christian culture imagined as a unity,

it is important to stress that the study of
symbolic forms needs to be understood
in the context of social and political
differentiation, of unequal power. The
inviolable unity of Christ’s body as
eucharist was asserted through the doctrine
of concomitance which proclaimed that
the body and the blood of Christ were
present in each element. The image-
repertoire of Christ’s body has been
analyzed in some recent studies. It is
explored in the discipline of art history for
example, in James Marrow’s book, Passion
Iconography in Northern Europe in the
Late Middle Ages and Early Renaissance;
in the early Christian period it has been
studied extensively by Peter Brown; in
the medieval period it has come under
the compelling Feast and Holy Fast: The
Significance of Food to Medieval Women
by Caroline Bynum, and Miri Rubin’s
analysis of Christ’s body as manifested in
eucharistic practice, Corpus Christi: The
Eucharist in Late Medieval Culture. And
more recently still in Sarah Beckwith’s
Christ’s Body: Identity, Culture and Society
in Late Medieval Writings. Peter Travis has
also explored the social configuration of
Christ’s body in some late medieval dramas
in his two articles, “The Social body of the
Dramatic Christ in Medieval England” and
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“The Semiotics of Christ’s Body in the
English Cycles” in Approaches to Teaching
Medieval English Drama.

James Marrow’s book is exclusively
art-historical; its argument is concerned to
elucidate the impact on a series of paintings
in late medieval Northern European art of a
particular recontexualization of a medieval
habit of interpretation. Caroline Bynum’s
book is interested in the centrality of Christ
as food, especially in terms of its religious
significance to women. She deals with the
image of Christ’s body primarily in terms
of eucharistic piety and food for medieval
women. Rubin’s book focuses on the
political, cultural and social processes by
which Christ’s body as eucharist is made
politic in medieval culture. In her book,
Sarah Beckwith traces the representation
of Christ’s body through a series of late
medieval devotional texts, attempting first
to relate those texts to the cultural practices
from which they are never absolutely
separated, and secondly trying, within the
internal dynamics of the texts, to explore
the cultural implications of that imaging.

If we understand religion as a system
of symbols, then the culture of western
Christendom is the success of its hegemonic
attempt to make one stand for the other,
and we need to be aware of thinking

about culture as a set of ideas, in this
case clerical ideas, imposed from above.
While for thirteenth-century theorists like
Roger Bacon a “perspectivist” optical gaze
opened up a space for scientific scrutiny
by abstracting vision from the flesh,
ocular experience was also simultaneously
deemed to effect a corporeal mingling of
self and other, a process in which one is
altered by the things at which one looks.
As such, the interplay of vision, power,
agency, and knowledge exhibits a degree
of sexual-symbolic indeterminacy.
Suzannah Biernoff, whose book
Sight and Embodiment in the Middle Ages
is one of the most recent contributions
to scholarship on pre-modern visuality,
outlines the ways in which vision in
the Middle Ages was always mediated
by discourses about vision. While for
thirteenth-century theorists like Roger
Bacon a “perspectivist” optical gaze
opened up a space for scientific scrutiny
by abstracting vision from the flesh,
ocular experience was also simultaneously
deemed to effect a corporeal mingling of
self and other, a process in which one is
altered by the things at which one looks.
As such, medieval theories of vision
themselves assume no easy fit between

vision, power, agency, and knowledge.
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These theories have implications in turn
for our understanding of medieval gender.
Vision revolves around an alteration of the
viewer’s body by its object—the idea that
in acting the eye could also be acted on
—potentially troubles the dichotomizing
paradigms of modern gender criticism, by
attributing stereotypically masculine and
feminine functions to the mechanism of
sight and thereby exhibiting a degree of
what Biernoff characterizes as “sexual-
symbolic indeterminacy.” Another facet of
this exploration of vision as a modality of
queer optics is the investigation of attempts
to visualize and thereby secure forms of
gendered agency and sexual identity. One
example can be a study to explore how
the work of the fetish in medieval visual
culture constructs a circumscribed version
of femininity while at the same time
excluding “real” women. The disciplinary
force of scopic regimes in imaging and
policing sexuality as well as gender can be
another theme.
